2)  To Understand:  New Horizons in Reading Comprehension by Ellin Oliver 

Keene.  This book continues where Mozaic of Thought ended.  Read it to discover whatôs really behind comprehension.  

In the authorôs own words, ñThis book is about capturing the essence of understanding and bringing it to life in our own 

and our childrenôs hearts and minds.  This book is about what it means to understand.ò  3)  The Help by Kathryn Stockett.  

A ñread for pleasureò book that you will not be able to put down until you finish it.

Northwest Missouri IRAõs Community Project this year 

was a book drive for a local Habitat for Humanity family. 

We joined with the Southside Rotary in this amazing 

opportunity! Working with the Rotary Club allowed us to 

not only give the family books, but also provide a nice 

bookcase for the new house. IRA provided the books, and 

Rotary provided the bookcase.  

 

As a reading organization NW wanted to focus on placing 

books in the hands of potential life long readers with a 

chance of ownership. Research shows that availability of 

reading material is a marker of potential reading growth. 

Since families often have extended families with many 

aged children, the chance that the books will be handed 

down is good.  

 

Our project began w hen we contacted the local Habitat 

organization  with the inquiry of selecting a family to be 

the first to receive a bookcase filled with age appropriate 

books.  With Habitatõs approval, we then approached the 

Southside Rotary Club to be our partner with t his project. 

The Southside Rotary eagerly joined with us to make this 

project a reality, providing us with two bookcases and the 

promise of more whenever we needed them.  

 

Our first family was a single mother with a son in the 6 th  

grade. A member of our IRA  chapter is a volunteer with 

Habitat and worked on their house, because of this 

affiliation she got to know the reciepants book 

preferences. The timing was perfect, as we delivered the 

bookcase just after Christmas.  

 

This project is contagious! The generou sity of our 

membership, though small, was overwhelming. The 

acceptanace of Rotary to partner with us was quick and 

Habitat couldn't have been more encouraging. Starting 

small, with the potential to do more, got this project off 

the ground.  Our hope is to continue maiking life long 

readers for many years to come.
